REQUIREMENT OF CAPTAINS ON GAME DAY

THE ROLE OF THE CAPTAIN

As captain your team sees you as a leader, as a role
model, someone they look up to. This role, and your
status amongst your teammates, carries significant
responsibility.

1. Introduce yourself to the Referee prior to the
game.

2. Ensure that all players are aware ofand
understand their responsibilities.

3. Ensure you lead by example by role modelling
Captains must lead from the front, if there is a appropriate behaviour.

to manage the players and the game effectively.
When required the referee will involve the captain
in discussions but this will not be required for every
incident that occurs in the game.

Here are some examples of the role of the captain:

1. The Referee may ask the captain to speak toa
player who is continually offending and runs
the risk of being cautioned or dismissed.
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The Referee may request that the captain try
to calm down a player who has been involved
in a challenge and is agitated.
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The Referee may ask both captains to speak to
their players due to the poor behaviourof
players.
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
